• Utopia Pan Soul, a New York based steel drum group that has been wowing crowds 
of all ages for several years 

• SiSe, heralded as a purveyor of the emerging Latin electronica phenomenon. 
• Neon Soul, The Black Rep’s own house band, filled with emerging talents
